DESCRIPTION: We have a group campsite at Wawona Campground in Yosemite

Valley. It is along the Merced River and is quieter and less congested than the valley.

We will drive from the campground to Yosemite Valley on Satruday for several short
hikes. On Sunday, we will hike or ride horseback near Wawona, then return home.

The drive is about 6-1/2 hours. The campgrounds have drinking water, sinks and flush
toilets. All food must be stored in storage containers available at each campsite - no
food can be stored in cars. There are general stores in the park - at Curry Village in the
valley, at Crane Flats and at Tuolomne Meadows. There are numerous places to eat in
the valley and a restaurant at Wawona Lodge as well. Contact the trip leader if you wish
to come on this trip or if you have any questions.

BRING: Tent, stove, fuel, cooking stuff, chairs, sleeping bags, food, sun screen, bug
repellant, daypack, warm clothes, flashlight, etc.
